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DECISIONS OF THE YAI COUNCIL MEETING
28 DEC 2020


1. Grant of YAI Life Membership.  The YAI Life Membership was granted to following applicants :- 

(a)	Cmde BR Singh

(b)	Cmde Gagan Kaushal

2. Disaffiliation of Member Clubs. Final notice to be issued to the clubs for non-payment of Annual Subscription for FY 2020-21. Defaulters may be disaffiliated if subscription not paid by 31 Mar 21.

3. YAI Affiliations/ Recognition with MYAS.  Post Hon’ble Delhi High Court Order, the YAI has been granted Annual Recognition by MYAS in Dec 20 for 12 months with directives to take necessary actions to align with the National Sports Code 2011. A Committee is to be formed under the Chairmanship of Senior Vice President comprising of Council Members to look into the matter holistically and formulate a time bound plan of action in order to achieve total alignment with the National Sports Code.

4. Membership Fees. The issue to revise the membership fees of State & Class Associations and Clubs was discussed.  The President YAI directed to maintain status quo for the time being.  

5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Promotion of Kite Boarding and Keelboat Class Sailing. The issue of promotion of Kite Board sailing in India and at Asian level was discussed keeping in view inclusion of Kite Board sailing at the Asian and Olympic games. It was decided that the creation of Class Associations for Kite Board Sailing and Offshore Double Class be pursued by All India Board Sailing in coordination with EMESA and Ocean Sailing Node respectively. Wider participation from Member Clubs to be encouraged.

6. OA Development Programme. The YAI Council decided that TNSA and EME SA to interact and formulate SOPs for conducting an International Event and develop a programme for training the OAs by 31 Mar 21. Focussed efforts are to be made by all stakeholders to enhance the women participation in sailing. NOAI may explore conduct of Asian Optimist Regatta in 2023.

7. Promoting Participation in Open Asian Regattas. The issue of promoting participation in Open Asian Regattas in Olympic classes by providing incentives in terms of cash prizes or discounts in entry fee or boat charter fees for participants was discussed.  The President directed that there is a need for garnering of funds through sponsorships and donations.  Supporting individual sailors may be considered on case to case basis.

8. NIS Sailing Coach Diploma. The draft syllabus for NIS Diploma Course for coaches in the discipline of sailing to be conducted at Netaji Subhash National Institute of Sports (NIS), Patiala, as submitted to SAI to be shared with the Council Members and if there is a requirement to amend, an addendum may be issued. 

9. Improvement and Development of Sailing Equipment.​ The requirement of maintaining younger profile of sailors and healthy state of equipment to achieve better results in international events was discussed. A Committee under Chairman SPDC is to be formed to consolidate all YAI owned equipment including boats bought under the 75:25 Scheme. State Associations/ Class Associations/ Clubs are also to approach respective State Govts for procurement of sailing equipment. HSG YAI to study all the recommendations and arrive at a viable solution, which can be further discussed in the Council Meeting.

10. Conduct of CNC Sailing Clinic.​	 It was decided to utilise services of the Chief National Coach at various other locations prior to any regatta or championship.  However, he will continue to be located at Mumbai, where he has to train the national team.

11. Centre of Excellence for Sailing. Keeping in view budget requirements for five Centres of Excellence for the sport of sailing, it was decided to pursue the proposal of COE at Mumbai and Chennai with SAI.
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
